The Pinellas Community Foundation enters 2009, the 40th  
anniversary year of its service to the community of  
Pinellas, with cautionary hope.  The scope and magnitude  
of the financial and economic crises that began in 2008  
compel caution as we move forward while those crises are  
resolved.  The fact that we have not had to reduce the  
funding of our grants programs for either 2008 or 2009 makes 
us hopeful that we will weather these extraordinary events with 
little to no negative impact on the not-for-profit agencies that 
we serve.  We are proud to be able to make that statement. 

Over the past several years, the Board of Governors and staff 
of the Foundation have held a series of strategic planning  
sessions aimed at the future direction of the Foundation.  Out 
of these sessions have come a new name and logo, a Mission 
Statement which concisely conveys the historic purpose of the 
Foundation, the establishment of a Cultural Outreach Grants 
Program and the adoption of a number of “best practices”  
relating to governance.  For 2009, our Board of Governors has 
agreed to a comprehensive review of our grants program to 
determine how the Foundation might have the greatest impact 
on Pinellas County.  We believe these measures have helped 
us weather, thus far, the current storms and will continue to 
serve as a keystone for the Foundation as it begins it fourth 
decade of building a better future for Pinellas.

In 1969, the financial 
institutions in Pinellas County 
with trust powers shared in 
the vision of a philanthropic 
organization that could 
help meet the needs of the 
Pinellas community.  The 
organization would be set up 
to give people of any means 
the opportunity to accomplish 
their philanthropy within 
a flexible framework.  The 
charitable funds they created 
would be permanently secure.  
The organization’s governing 
body, the Board of Governors, 
would oversee the selection of 
charitable beneficiaries.

This was the beginning of 
the Pinellas Community 
Foundation.  In 2008, ten 
banks and trust companies 
were signatories to the “Trust 
Agreement” which created the 
Foundation.  Representatives 
of these financial institutions 
constitute the Trustees’ 
Committee and each 
institution is authorized to 
receive funds in trust for 
the Pinellas Community 
Foundation.  Listed to the right 
are these financial institutions 
and their representatives on 
the Foundation’s 2008 Trustees 
Committee.

THE SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS

Currently, the Pinellas Community Foundation is the steward of 
nine scholarship funds which primarily benefit students in the 
Pinellas County area.

U. S. Home Corporation effectively created the Foundation’s first 
scholarship program when, in 1974, it gave $10,000 in memory 
of community and business leader Maurice Condon.  The College 
Fund of Pinellas administers this scholarship for the Foundation.
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Since 1977, the Foundation has provided funding to the College Fund 
of Pinellas, an all-volunteer organization which awards scholarships to 
graduates of Pinellas County high schools on the basis of academics 
and financial need.

Each year the Foundation awards three $500 scholarships for students 
attending St. Petersburg College.  The Ralph Richards Memorial Scholarship 
honors a primary founder of the Foundation.  The F. Kiernan Schoonmaker 
Memorial Scholarship honors the trust officer at First National Bank of 
Clearwater, predecessor in interest to Regions Bank,  who was instrumental 
in obtaining funding for the Foundation in its early years.  The David G. 
Perkins, Jr. Tribute Scholarship recognizes a community leader who started 
the first Foundation scholarship at St. Petersburg College. 

In 1985, Costas G. Lemonopoulos, a retired St. Petersburg letter 
carrier, created a Scholarship Fund for children of letter carriers 
Students from across the country apply through the National 
Association of Letter Carriers in Washington, D.C., which does the 
initial screening for eligibility.

In 2000, H. Robert Merrill bequeathed money, the income from 
which provides scholarships for students who attend the University 
of Vermont. 

Also in 2000, Largo Elks Lodge #2159 established a scholarship fund 
for graduating seniors from a high school within the jurisdiction of 
the Largo Elks Lodge.

In 2002, Selma B. Graham established the Warren J. Bowman 
Memorial Scholarship Fund with a gift of over $2½ million.  
Recipients of these scholarships must be graduates of Pinellas 
County high schools and must be pursuing degrees in nursing, 
medicine or law.  The Foundation provides these scholarships 
through the St. Petersburg College School of Nursing, the 
University of South Florida College of Nursing, the University of 
Florida School of Medicine and Stetson University College of Law.

Iin 2004, Mary Rusinow established a fund in memory of her 
late husband, Dennison Rusinow, a distinguished academic and 
authority on the history of the Balkans.  Income from this fund 
benefits graduates of Pinellas high schools whose families are from 
one of the countries that emerged from the former Yugoslavia. 

Our most recent scholarship fund is the Joy Anne Harris fund which 
benefits students over the age of 25 who are attending night school at 
S.t. Petersburg College.

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Funds of the Pinellas 
Community Foundation
Unrestricted Funds.  These funds allow the Foundation 
to allocate the donor’s gift to support the unmet or 
future charitable needs of the Pinellas community.  
In 2008, the Foundation used the net income from 
unrestricted gifts to fund more than 50 charitable 
organizations in Pinellas County.  Services provided 
by these organizations included affordable housing, 
children and youth, elderly, health care, women, family 
services and animal welfare. 

Designated Funds.   These funds benefit charities 
specified by donors.  In 2008, over 40 charities that 
were designated by donors received distributions from 
the Foundation.

Field of Interest Funds.  Donors who create a field 
of interest fund name the cause or issue which 
they desire to support.  The Foundation, through a 
competitive process, selects the organizations for 
grants from those funds.  Currently, the Foundation 
has Field of Interest funds for the environment, public 
broadcasting, and social and human services.

Donor Advised Funds.  The donor advises the 
Foundation about how distributions are to be made.  
The Foundation’s Donor Advised Funds are governed 
by an Agreement between the donor and the 
Foundation and by the Foundation’s Guidelines for 
Donor Advised Funds.     

Scholarship Funds.  In 2008, the Foundation administered 
nine scholarship programs and distributed over $151,000   
for scholarships. 

Agency Endowment Funds. These funds permit non- 
profits to create permanent revenue streams.  Incomes 
from endowments allow them to weather unforeseen 
circumstances that might otherwise necessitate the 
curtailment of services.  By placing endowments at the 
Foundation, these organizations have access to a level 
of expertise not readily available to other non-profits.  
By working with the Pinellas Community Foundation, 
these agencies safeguard their endowments forever.

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Since 1969, the Pinellas Community Foundation 
(Foundation) has served the needs of donors and 
non-profits in Pinellas County.  One of the oldest 
community foundations in Florida, the Foundation is 
an aggregate of funds set up by individuals, families 
and organizations to support charitable organizations. 

The Foundation’s Combined Endowment Fund 
currently holds endowments benefiting twenty-eight
(28) organizations.  The purpose of having these 
various accounts in one fund is to realize substantial 
savings on fees and costs. The larger asset size 
also allows the fund the opportunity to maximize 
investment and performance. The Trustee fee was 
negotiated by the Foundation so that the beneficiaries 
would receive the maximum income possible from 
their respective endowments. The Trustee bank is 
responsible for holding and investing moneys in the 
fund and furnishing statements to the Foundation.

The Foundation handles all other administrative 
matters relating to the fund which includes tracking 
each organization’s percentage share of the fund, 
distributing net income annually to each organization, 
coordinating with the Foundation’s independent 
accountant on audits and tax filings and handling all 
pertinent correspondence.  

Regarding investment style, since its establishment, 
the Foundation has been committed to returning the 
maximum amount of income to beneficiaries. The 
Foundation has an Investment Oversight Committee 
which periodically, but at least annually, reviews the 
investment performance of the trustees and ensures 
that they are observing our guidelines for investment.  

Combined 
Endowment Fund

Our spending policy is that only net income is 
distributed to beneficiaries; however, an agency may 
choose to have the interest reinvested over a period of 
years to increase the size of the fund. 

The Combined Endowment Fund also gives donors 
– some of whom already support current operations 
and programs of the agency they wish to benefit– the 
opportunity to provide for the future needs of that 
agency.   There are many types of gifts and giving 
vehicles that provide donors with the maximum tax 
and financial benefits.  They include:

	 A gift of non-cash assets, including appreciated 
stock, retirement plan assets and life insurance.

	 A bequest, which is a deferred gift given through a 
donor’s will. 

	 A life income gift, which allows a donor to make a 
charitable gift and also receive a stream of income 
for life.  The two most common types of life income 
gifts are charitable gift annuities and charitable 
remainder trusts. 

	 A charitable lead trust, which helps a donor reduce 
gift and estate taxes when passing assets on to 
heirs.  Trust income is paid to a charity annually for 
a period of years; at the end of the term, the trust 
principal passes to family members. 			 
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Agency Endowments within the 
Combined Endowment Fund

The following charitable organizations have  
endowment funds at the Foundation as a means of 
protecting and enhancing these charitable funds 
for the future. These funds have been established by 
the agencies themselves or by donors. Endowment 
funds are particularly useful to organizations whose 
contributions fluctuate with changing economic 
conditions.  They demonstrate the organization’s 
security and stability and help fulfill its mission in 
perpetuity.  Distributions from these funds are made 
annually from the net investment earnings of the funds 
to the named not-for-profit organization.
